CALL MEETING TO ORDER

a. Dr. Turi opened the meeting at 5:15 p.m. 
1. ELECTION OF OFFICERS
a.   Mr. Hoffman motioned to appoint Dr. Turi as Chairman for the ensuing year.  The motion was 
      seconded by Mr. Riordon and passed unanimously.  
b. Mr. Riordon motioned to appoint Mr. Temple as Vice-Chairman for the ensuing year.  The 
motion was seconded by Mr. van der Kieft and passed unanimously.  
2. DISCUSSION OF MARINE PARK FEES 
a.   The Harbormaster and Harbor Committee reviewed, and discussed at length, a proposed   

      ‘Commercial Boat Operator Float Use Permit’ form. The proposed permit will be reviewed  
by the Town Attorney.  The Committee will receive copies at the next meeting.
c. Ms. Leonard will notify interested parties regarding the adoption of the new permit and invite 
them to attend the next Harbor Committee meeting.
d. The Harbormaster reviewed proposed amendments to the Coastal Marine Ordinance.  The proposed edit for Section 708 addresses the use of the “E” Float. Ms. Leonard proposes to add Section 709 to the ordinance.  This section addresses the use of Floats “B” and “C”.  The Harbormaster will request the Ordinance Review Committee review the proposed 

changes.
Mr. Riordon motioned to submit the proposed Ordinances changes to the Ordinance Review 

Committee.   The motion was seconded by Mr. Hoffman and passed unanimously.
3. COMMERCIAL USE OF RECREATIONAL FLOAT
a.   The proposed Marine Park Fee of $250 will be voted on at the next Harbor Committee 

      Meeting.
4. “BIG” TIER I GRANT PROJECT UPDATE
a.   Lights will be installed from the foot bridge to the Harbormaster’s Building.  Four (4) light pole
     
bases have been installed to date.  Approximately 450’ of conduit will be used for the project.  

Wire to the floats will be installed the week of September 29th.

the Parks Committee, Town Manager and Public Works Director will decide if the granite wall 

 
behind the kilns will be opened up and the trees trimmed.
c.
The new Marine Park sign will match other park signs in Rockport.
d.
Parking areas will be indicated by “P” signs with arrows.   
e.
The parking lot adjacent to the boat house has been cleaned up and the parking improved.  
f.
The light poles are expected to be delivered on expected on October 20th.  
g.
“Holiday on the Harbor will be held on December 13, 2014. 
h.
The Cascade Foundation donated $25,000 for the SHIP Grant (floats and pilings project).  A representative from the Cascade Foundation recommended the Harbormaster solicit additional donations for the project.
5. HARBORMASTER’S REPORT

a. CMCA placed an internally lit (via solar) floatable geodesic dome in the harbor. The 

display is in preparation of an art opening at CMCA.
b. Bob Kennedy will present a lecture at the Opera House explaining the water quality testing 

done in the harbor search for the bacterial source of pollution in the harbor.                                                                                 

c. Public Works will install a camera at the harbor.  

d. Public Works spent an estimated $30,000 searching for the pollution source.  Dye and smoke 
tests have been performed at various residences.  Storm water has also been tested.  Letters have been sent to homes in the area asking if anyone in the residence takes certain types of prescriptions drugs.
